For countries where you drive on the left, the Cavalier can also be 
mounted on the left-hand side of the tractor.

An example of a special version of 
the Cavalier. The pumps are 
connected to the front PTO and the 
hydraulic tank is placed above the 
left front wheel. In this model, the 

back lifting device and PTO remain available, for example for a side flail 
mower.

A support leg or support wheel is available for extra stability. A safe 
option, which also ensures even more job satisfaction.

The mowing arm does not 
obstruct the view of the driver when on the road. Let us tell you about the possibilities.
